1) It will be necessary to ensure that the doors and stairs available for
exiting the said building can be opened immediately without any obstruction in
case of emergency. The said hospital is near the main road. Adequate space for
movement of fire fighting vehicles in all directions around the building shall be
mandatory.

2) Take care to cover the internal electric wires in your building safely and
audit the entire electrical equipment in the building. Electricity Inspector's Office
Bungalow No.08, Near Yerwada Telephone Kendra, Opposite New Puna Golf
Club, Airport Road Yerwada Pune will be required to be carried out every year
and fireproof polycab company's three layer (ISI) mark wires/cables should be
used. It shall be mandatory to have an emergency help information board in the
building (with details of exit route, direction, police station, Baramati Municipal
Council fire brigade, ambulance and government and private telephone numbers,
MSEB and Sarpamitra etc.) in the building under any architectural alteration or
under it will be obligatory to take no objection from the S.D.O. Baramati sub
division/ C.E.O., Nagar Rachna Department Baramati Municipal Council to make
the change. It is prohibited to store any kind of inflammable or fire-causing
material/materials in the building.

3) Arrangements should be made to use the water tank on the roof of the
school for fire fighting in case of emergency. The capacity of the proposed
-underground water tank/well is 25000 liters and the water tank on the roof of the
school should be 15000 liters and the name (Fire Water Tank) should be written
in red letters on it.

4) High pressure flexible pipe (fire hose reel thirty mtr, length) on cach
floor inside the school Firefighting equipment such as fire hose reels and fire
extinguishers. Filtered/purified water should be used for hydration. Bore water

containing salts should not be used for fire fighting equipment. It wiI[ be
mandatory to obtain a certificate (Form-B) of the said fire prevention system rom

an authorized agency appointed by the Maharashtra Fire Service Directorate,
Mumbai every six months.
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5) If you have installed the fire prevention system from the approved
contractor, it will be mandatory to enter into an Annual Maintenance and Repair
Contract (AMC) only from the same contractor, It will be mandatory to install the
lightning arrester GI (Galvanised Iron) rod, which is non-corrosive in nature. on
the roof of the school within a period of six months from the date of receipt of the
fire safety certificate,

6) There should be no wooden sheds in the school premises that can cyyse
fire. The height of the partition in the school should be minimum. Fire
extinguishers of ABC type weighing 01 each (the panels are fluorescent that glow
at night) should be installed in the computer rooms, main electrical room,
laboratory, library and passage on the ground, first and second floors of the
school, inside and outside. Fire buckets with fine sand should be outside the
generator. The main switch of the manual call point (MCP) installed on each floor
of the school should be kept on. Also, it is necessary to install a fire extinguisher
of ABC modular clean agent type weighing 5 kg in the server room of the school.
It will be mandatory for all the pumps in the fire pump house at the back of the
school to have an alternative power supply and in case of fire, it is mandatory for
the fire pump to be kept on auto mode.

7) It will be mandatory to have SOP of | fire extinguishers and
permanent fire extinguishing systems in the school in Marathj language in radium
fluorescent night glow. Fire extinguishers of CO?2 type 4.5 kg 02 pes should be
near the electrical equipment room in both the schools, diesel generator shed
should be completely cleaned and dried grass should be removed from the school
premises. Chemistry Experiments Proper precautions should be taken while
handling gas cylinders in the school such as do not use leaking gas cylinders. gas
